= Decorations were created and
shared by creative ladies.

= Gifts were lovingly made by a
friend of the church.

I could say more, but
unnecessarily so. In Acts 4 we
have a story of the early church
coming together in support of one
another. It seems quaint in our
generation, perhaps even
impossible, but for a brief while
on Valentine’s Day I experienced
it. And it was holy.

I have been affirmed by the senior
adults that they enjoyed a great
experience. I'm not

surprised. What I pray is that
everyone who helped, donated,
prayed, cared, etc. equally had a
great experience as part of the
community of love. It was a holy
moment, for sure, and we all were
blessed to be a part of it in any way.
